Overview

Special Olympics Project UNIFY® is an education-based project, funded by the U.S. Department of Education, that uses sports and education programs to activate young people to develop school communities where all youth are agents of change – fostering respect, dignity and advocacy for people with intellectual disabilities. 
Project UNIFY initiatives include a host of core activities, both on the national and the grass-roots level. Local projects that meet Project UNIFY objectives are supported through a national funding process for local Special Olympics Programs.  

Project UNIFY Style Guidelines

When using term Project UNIFY in documents, always capitalize the word “Project” and use all caps for the word “UNIFY.”  The first use of Project UNIFY should be “Special Olympics Project UNIFY®” (with the registered trademark), after which “Project UNIFY” by itself is sufficient.

Project UNIFY activities should always be branded with the “Be a fan®® .” logo, tagline and messaging. Please see the Be a fan Graphics Guidelines for proper logo usage.

Athlete Leadership Programs (ALPs)
When using “Be a fan” in marketing materials for Project UNIFY activities, always invite the audience to be a fan of a core attribute that represents the Special Olympics activity, then follow with a call to action. Always use a Special Olympics brand attribute (e.g., dignity, community, fun, inclusion) in your “Be a fan” statement. Use regular punctuation and capitalization when using the “Be a fan” messaging.

Examples:

Be a fan of dignity. Don’t use the R-word.

Be a fan of community. Volunteer for our Summer Games.

Be a fan of acceptance. Join the Youth Forum.

Be a fan of empowerment. Support Athlete Leadership Programs.

Be a fan of inclusion. Join Special Olympics Unified Sports®.

Be a fan of respect. The R-word Pledge at r-word.org.

Incorrect usage:

Be a fan of the Youth Forum.

Be a fan of Summer Games.
