INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR WORLD GAMES
This World Games Guide includes the requirement for insurance coverages for World, Regional and USA National Games.   The health and safety of Special Olympics athletes and all Games participants is of paramount importance to Special Olympics.  Insurance is one part of an overall risk management program designed to mitigate risks to the Games Organizing Committee and SOI.  The Games Agreement will set forth the deadlines for when insurance coverage must be in place.  SOI needs adequate time to review proposed policies, therefore, GOCs should plan on providing SOI with copies of proposed policies with enough time for SOI to review such proposals such that the coverage can be bound in accordance with the deadlines set forth in the Games Agreement.  

Special Olympics must receive complete copies of insurance policies no later than 30 days after binding coverage (this requirement does not apply if policies are not available in English, but when this is the case, the summary of coverages, benefits, and notable exclusions must be signed by the Insurance Company).
Below are the details of the insurance requirements that each GOC must obtain:

Worldwide Coverage – The policy should provide coverage for suits filed anywhere in the world. 

-
Waiver of Subrogation – The policy should contain a blanket waiver of subrogation or provide a case-by-case waiver of subrogation option when contractually required of the Named Insured

 -
Personal and Advertising Injury Clarification - Personal and Advertising Injury limit includes coverage for publishing, or telecasting done by the Named Insured in the course of advertising Special Olympics’ goods, products, or services.

-
Non-Owned Watercraft Extension - Coverage applies to all non-owned watercraft that may be used in the course of the Games, including the sport of sailing.
-
Personal and Advertising Injury Contractual Liability - Coverage should apply to contractual liability related to personal and advertising injury damages for contracts and agreements specifically reviewed and approved on behalf of the insurer.  
-
Notice of Cancellation/Non-Renewal - Notice of cancellation/non-renewal should be provided to Special Olympics, Inc. at least 60 days prior to the date of cancellation or non-renewal and 10 days for cancellation arising from non- payment of premium.

-
Terrorism - Policy should provide coverage for acts of terrorism.
-

Fireworks – If the event will involve fireworks, liability coverage relative to the fireworks should be included.
-

Participant Legal Liability – Coverage should apply to liability resulting from athletic participation and should not exclude claims brought by one athlete against another athlete.
-

Sexual Abuse & Molestation – Coverage should be silent on sexual abuse and molestation.  If the insurer is not able to remain silent on sexual abuse/molestation, the coverage form must be approved by SOI prior to binding of coverage.

Any scheduled activity authorized, organized, and supervised by the Named Insured including traveling to/from and/or participating in any Games activities (such as Olympic Village).  With respect to Competition activities, this includes pre-competition activities and practice sessions.  

Covered Accident:
Covered Accident includes an accident which results in accidental bodily injury, frostbite, fainting, heat stroke, exhaustion, or any accident where epilepsy or a seizure may be a contributing factor and which occurs to an Insured Person while the Insured Person’s coverage is in effect and while the Insured Person is participating in a Covered Event or performing duties assigned directly in connection with a Covered Event or is traveling to or from the location of a Covered Event as defined in Covered Travel.

Covered Travel:
Covered Travel is defined as travel directly to or from the location of a Covered Event, authorized by the Named Insured and supervised by staff members or designated representatives of the Named Insured.  Covered Travel to a Covered Event commences upon departing from a designated meeting place for such travel and terminates upon arrival at the location of the Covered Event.  Covered Travel from a Covered Event commences upon departing from the location of the Covered Event and terminates upon return to the designated meeting place.

Coverage must be bound at least 30 days prior to the Games and must apply from the date the first Delegation leaves the designated meeting place to travel to the Games until the last Delegation arrives back at the designated meeting place following the Games.

All physicians should provide proof of primary medical malpractice coverage and should sign Special Olympics standard agreement (modified to include the GOC as a releasee)

MEDICAL EVACUATION/REPATRIATION

Covered Individuals:

All Special Olympics athletes, unified partners, managers, coaches, officials, chaperones, supervisors, employees and Board Members of the Named Insured and other volunteers whose names are on file with the Named Insured who are asked by the Named Insured to travel more than 100 miles away from home to participate in the Games or conduct Games-related business.

An agreement with a medical evacuation/repatriation provider must be executed at least 30 days prior to the Games with coverage applying for the duration of the event.
